- Describe in simple terms how fossils are formed 

when things that have lived are trapped within 

a rock.

- Recognise that soils are made from rocks and 

organic matter.

-represent and partition numbers to 1,000

-find 1, 10 or 100 more or less

-estimate on a number line to 1,000

-compare and order numbers to 1,000

-count in 50s

In Music we will learn:

- Celebrate a wide range of music styles linked to 

the theme ‘How does Music bring us closer 

together?’ including by listening, singing, playing, 

composing and performing.

-about musical structures

In Computing we will learn to:
- Use basic typing skills

- Use computer shortcuts

topic. 

- Add media, shapes, lines, animations and 

transitions to enhance the presentation for the 

audience.
