1,000.

- To order and estimate numbers on a number 

line.

- Add and subtract using formal written methods.

In English we will learn to:

- Work on our basic sentence skills such 
as capital letters and full stops.

- Write simple story settings in the style of 
a modern classic.

- Build on our fluency and expression by reading 
aloud to each other

•Retrieve information from fiction, non-fiction 

and poetry.

Our picture book for this half term is The

Barnabus Project by the Fan Brothers

In geography we will learn to:
